The mare owner/representative agrees as follows;

1.
The stud fee for Tagaelen for the current year is $1000.00 (Canadian funds) including a non-refundable booking fee of $250.00. (NOTE: Successful winning bid amount will be the total breeding fee for this particular contract).

2.
Booking fee (fee waived for successful auction bidder) is due upon reservation of semen shipment and must accompany; a) signed Breeding Contract, b) completed Broodmare Information Sheet/Health Certificate, c) copy of mare’s registration papers, and d) photograph of mare taken from side without tack.  (Copies of all completed and returned paperwork regarding this breeding will be made and given to the mare owner/representative; originals will remain with the stallion owner/representative.)

3.
All Auction Fees plus collection fee of $250 and actual

shipping costs (to be researched at time of booking) are due before any


semen will be released.  Mare owner/representative may choose to pick up


semen from collection facility themselves to save shipping costs.

4.
Collection fee of $250.00 per collection and actual shipping costs are due prior to any additional collection and shipment of semen.

5.
The mare owner/representative is responsible for returning the semen shipping container in useable condition at their own expense, to Kelley Willemze, R.R. # 4 Orangeville, Ontario, Canada L9W 2Z1 within five days, or mare owner/representative will be charged for actual replacement cost of container (can be as much as $500.00 depending on type of container used).  If this charge, or the container in useable condition is not received by the stallion owner/representative, any additional semen shipments and/or foal certificate will be withheld.

6.
Mare owner/representative is aware that the named stallion must be shipped to a                                                                                                  collection facility and agrees to initially notify the stallion owner/representative one week prior to expected date of shipment of semen.  Mare owner/representative is then to advise stallion owner/representative 48 hours prior to expected date of ovulation to allow


for sufficient time to arrange for collection and shipping of semen.  

7.
The mare owner/representative warrants that the mare is in sound breeding



condition and that all information on Broodmare Information Sheet/Health 



Certificate is true to the best of their knowledge.


8.
Should the named stallion die, become unfit for service, or be sold by the



stallion owner/representative prior to breeding the named mare, this 



contract shall be cancelled and any money paid by the mare owner/



representative as part of this contract shall be refunded.


9.
Should the named stallion die, become unfit for service, or be sold by the



the stallion owner/representative after the named mare is bred, but no live



foal results this contract will be null and void and the stallion and booking 

fee totaling actual fees paid to SSA up to a maximum of $1,000, will be refunded to the mare owner/representative whom agrees that any other costs incurred as a result of this breeding are the responsibility of the mare owner/representative.


10.
Should the named mare die, become unfit for breeding, or be sold by the 



mare owner/representative prior to breeding a substitute mare may

                             be used subject to the approval of the stallion owner/representative, if

no suitable substitute mare can be supplied by the mare owner/representative, this contract will be null and void and any fees paid will be forfeited.

11.
This contract does not provide for a Live Foal Guarantee, as per ATA Stallion Service Auction policy. 

12.
The stallion owner/representative’s sole responsibility is to provide, upon


request, live semen in viable condition at time of delivery to the mare 


owner/representative.  If the semen is not to be delivered directly to the 


location of the named mare to be bred, then the mare owner/representative

is responsible for picking it up and delivering it immediately to the 


location of the mare or attending veterinarian.

13.
It is the responsibility of the mare owner/representative to have the mare


promptly inseminated by a licensed veterinarian, qualified in equine 


reproduction at time of semen delivery.

14.
A Breeder’s Certificate will be issued when all Stallion fees and all other related 


expenses have been paid in full, shipping container returned if applicable, and the 


mare has produced a live foal by this mating.

15. 
The stallion owner/representative, agents, or employees shall not be


responsible for any disease, injury, accident or death suffered by the


mare and/or her foal in regard to the breeding process.


16.
This contract shall not be assigned or transferred, and in the event said 



mare is sold, no right of free return service will be extended to any new



owner of lessee of this mare.

17.
If frozen semen is used, a container deposit of up to $750 will be required and a maximum of 4 breeding doses will be shipped. If the mare fails to produce a live foal after receiving 4 doses, the stallion owner has no further obligation.
18.
This auction covers a maximum of two (2) consecutive breeding seasons, 2010 and 2011 only.
This contract, executed in duplicate, hereby confirms reservation, subject to all terms and conditions on pages 1-3 of this contract, for a transported semen service to the stallion TAGAELEN for the above-identified mare and becomes legally binding on both parties upon payment of booking fee and signing.  This agreement may be amended only in writing by both parties, and is governed by the laws of the Province of Ontario.
